This Newsletter and other strategies are the direct results of the
very successful Industry Workshop held at Kirstenbosch on
March 18th this year with over 80 participants.

At the Workshop we introduced the CTBi to all delegates,
discussed the findings of the 2003 Industry Survey, outlined
the Business Plan for CTBi for Year 1 and with the help of a
trained facilitator dealt with all the bottlenecks in the industry
on a Sectorial basis. These sectors would then meet on a regular
basis under the management of the elected Sector Leader.
We concluded that the Industry be arranged in 5 distinct Sectors:

1. Large Sailboats / over 12 metres

2. Large Powerboats / over 12 metres

3. Small Leisure craft / under 12 metres

4. Manufacturers and Exporters of related marine equipment
5. Retail, supply and service sector.

Further to these Industry Sectors we also determined two
important Functional Portfolios:

1. BEE & Business Development Portfolio
2. Training and Skills Development

A Six Point Action Plan was the key outcome of this Workshop.
CTBi are now dealing with the issues arising from this Six Point
Action Plan. (See Attachment)

In June a Nomination and Voting Process followed to elect the
Sector leaders with the results being finalized in early July.

1ST BOARD MEETING:
This has been scheduled for Wednesday August 11th 2004.

SKILLS TRAINING PROGRESS:

Keith Davies, a graduate of the International Boatbuilding
Training College in Suffolk, UK has been commissioned to
undertake a 6 week in depth needs analysis further to starting
a Boatbuilding School here in the Cape to deal with the key
bottleneck, lack of Trained Personnel. This will be a One Year
Accredited Programme. Completion date for the feasibilty study
is August 8th 2004. A business plan will then be developed.

DTI AND FUTURE INTERNATIONAL BOATSHOWS:

We have engaged with DTl and have confirmation of the
funding with EMIA Assistance of National Pavilions at the
international Boatshows until 2007. This is an investment value
of almost R12 million.

CAPE TOWN - SUPERYACHT REFIT LOCATION

We are completing the REFIT CAPE TOWN brochure. This will
be distributed at the upcoming La Rochelle Boatshow in France
and the Fort Lauderdale Boatshow in USA later this year. The
key emphasis is to promote the growing SuperYacht Re-Fit
Industry here in the Cape. We are in the perfect geographical
location, between Australia and the Caribbean, we have the
necessary skills, costs are keen, the location is awesome and
the infrastructure is in place. To date we have attracted Re-fit
business in excess of R8 million

CAPE TOWN - SUBCONTRACT SPECIALISTS

We are completing the SUBCONTRACT CAPE TOWN brochure.
This will be a comprehensive database of all the smaller
component and niche suppliers, all skilled artisans and specialists
that supply the boatbuilders with services and equipment such
as stainless steel fittings, carpentry, upholstery, interior furnishings
and custom fittings. The key aim here is to assist these smaller
subcontractors in exporting these world class products directly
to other international boatbuilders.

The CTBi is active and working hard to ensure the Industry is
well co-ordinated, better organized and communications
amongst all companies, sectors and local government is smooth
and efficient. The City of Cape Town and the Western Cape
Government have recognized the Leisure Boatbuilding Industry
as a key sector in the local economy.

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RADIO HOLLAND SOUTH AFRICA ON THE ISSUE
OF DIGITAL SELECTIVE CALLING (DSC)

What is DSC?

DSC uses digital data, rather than voice, to transfer information
between radios. Using this mechanism provides several important
benefits including increased volume and accuracy of data and the
ability to direct the information to specific addressees (hence selective
call).

The effective range of communications when sending digital
signals is also improved. DSC is primarily intended to initiate
ship-to-ship, ship-to-shore, and shore-to-ship radiotelephone
and MF/HF radio-telex calls.

DSC calls can also be made to individual ships or groups of
ships. DSC distress alerts, which consist of a preformatted
distress message, are used to initiate emergency communications
with ships and rescue coordination centres.

When fully implemented, DSC will eliminate the need for
persons on a ship’s bridge, or onshore, to continuously monitor
radio receivers on voice radio channels, including VHF Ch16
(156.8MHz) and 2182kHz. The 2182kHz listening watch aboard
GMDSS-equipped SOLAS ships ended on 1 February 1999. The
VHF Ch16 watch is currently scheduled to end on 1 February
2005.

What is a DSC controller?

A DSC controller is a unit that encodes and interprets DSC
messages. In some radios this is built-in and in others it is an
external ‘add-on’. DSC controllers have the facility to alert
another vessel or rescue centre directly and exclusively to the
fact that you want to talk, before opening voice communications
in the normal manner, on the normal channels. In this respect,
the system works rather like a pager with the recipient being
alerted by an audio alarm, which has different sounds for routine
and distress calls.

Most importantly, before putting out an urgency safety message
you can digitally alert ‘all ship™. Or before broadcasting a
Mayday, in the time-honored format, you can transmit a distress
alert at the press of a red button, which will set off an alarm
in ship and shore stations within radio range.

What is an MMSI?

Maritime Mobile Service Identity (MMSI) numbers are a series
of nine digits, which are used to uniquely identify a radio station
or group of radio stations. When sending a DSC message the
MMSI is automatically included, and you can address messages
to specific vessels or groups using their MMSIs. The MMSI has
a standard format (just like a telephone number) and it identifies
the type of station, country of registration and vessel identity.
In the UK MMSIs are assigned as a part of the ship’s radio
licensing procedure.

How DSC will affect you?

From 1 February 1999 SOLAS vessels are no longer required to
monitor the 2182kHz MF distress frequency.

From 1 February 2005 they will no longer need to monitor the
Ch16 VHF distress channel. On the same date, Coastguard
rescue centres will cease to keep a dedicated headset watch
on Ch16, and rescue centres in other countries may stop
listening on the channel altogether.

Thereafter, you may find that the only way to communicate
with SOLAS ships are with a DSC equipped radio.

The Case for DSC
There is no question that GMDSS has a big part to play in
improving safety at sea.

Firstly a vessel’s position and the time are automatically included
in distress and urgency alerts if a DSC radio set is interfaced
with a GPS navigator (if it isn’t, the position can be manually
input). Secondly, a digital alert is more certain of reaching a
maritime rescue centre than voice transmission, having a 15
per cent greater range and not being prone to misunderstanding.
Thirdly the increasing use of the digital broadcasting channel,
Ch70, should free up Ch16 for use during an emergency which
will still be available for making contact.

LEOPARD 40

Introducing the Leopard 40 Catamaran
by Robertson and Caine

Robertson and Caine, South Africa’s foremost producer of luxury
sailing catamarans, are proud to announce the arrival of the
Leopard 40. The Leopard 40 is the latest addition to the
internationally acclaimed Leopard range of catamarans which
include the Leopard 42, Leopard 47 and Leopard 62 and it
replaces the award-winning Leopard 38.

Built at Robertson and Caine’s recently renovated and enlarged
Cape Town production facility, the Leopard 40 is designed by
the world-renowned design team of Morrelli and Melvin hailing
from California in the USA. Morrelli and Melvin are responsible
for such innovative designs as Cheyenne (ex-Playstation),
currently the world’s largest and fastest catamaran and holder
of the round-the-world sailing record, and Dennis Connor’s
America’s Cup winner, Stars ‘n Stripes.

The Leopard 40 is the result of close collaboration between
The Moorings (the world’s oldest yacht charter company), the
builders and the designers. Performance, comfort and a focus
on outdoor living are the leading features of this latest generation
in cruising catamarans. The Leopard 40 will be known as the
Moorings 4000 in The Moorings’ worldwide charter fleet.

The new Leopard 40 features a large cockpit with an outside

dining area and ergonomic seating for up to eight guests, all

protected by a functional hard-top bimini, fitted as standard.

The design incorporates a spacious saloon area and aft-facing
galley with a cocktail bar and serving window overlooking the
adjoining cockpit area. Accommaodations include four double
cabins and two large heads with separate shower stalls.

The deck layout is uncluttered, with walk-through access to
the aft swim platform, wide side decks and the mainsail and
jib controls led aft to the helm station, for ease of handling.
Sleek windows along the coachroof sides add to the elegant
look of the deck and give the interior a light, voluminous feel
and panoramic views, while louvre steps from the foredeck to
the coachroof shade the saloon and provide easy access to the
mast and boom.

The Leopard 40 contains all the top features sailors desire,
including a superb anchoring system, good sail area, excellent
ventilation, mainsail stacking system, CD stereo and twin diesel
engines. Private buyers will have the choice of the standard
four cabin layout or a three cabin layout with a designated
owner’s hull.

LAUNCH OF BRAND NEW LAVRANOS 37

This boat is a brand new 2004 design by Lavranos and will be
known simply as the L37. The builder is Angela Collins Yachts
in Durban. Currently under construction and first boat to be
launched in November 2004.

We have aimed at a sporty Euro-style hull with good volume
distribution, a powerful stern, and a long waterline. While not
joining any “arms race” she will be fast enough for club racing
and fully capable of springing a few surprises in races like the
DA Gama or Cape to Rio. She will be fast and stable off wind
through the wind spectrum.

The 3-cabin layout is hard to beat for practicality and privacy.
The galley is sociably opposite the saloon, made possible by
good beam, which frees space for the 3rd cabin. The single
toilet compartment is the sensible option for this size of boat,
rather than using space more usefully allocated to other functions.
The chart table is big enough to be properly functional and
where there is least motion, with enough bulkhead space for
the electronic goodies.

On deck the large cockpit is the main feature, which is protected
by a folding dodger. The central wheel station offers good
visibility both from windward & leeward. The rig is fractional,
runnerless, with powerful fully battened main, smallish headsails.
An optional prod for Gennekers and Code 0 is planned.

The structure is rugged for South African conditions, but
efficiently optimised to minimise weight, and of course will be
approved by EU for export to Europe. Ballast is a very low
vertical CG wing/bulb lead casting.
